‘First Year in France’ University Programme

This programme gives students the opportunity to spend their first year studying in France at Institut Bois-Robert
and to earn credit from an American university that can be applied to their degree. The next three years will
take them to St. Edward’s University in Austin, Texas, USA.

During the first year students will sharpen their English-language skills; learn more
about American history and culture, and earn credit hours in courses:taught by St.
Edward’s University and Université Catholique de I’Ouest faculty members; travel to
New York City; Washington, D.C.; and St. Edward’s University in Austin, Texas, for a
taste of living and learning in the U.S.

During the 1st semester of the ‘First Year in France’ Programme students study
American Culture, Introduction Liberal Arts, Séjour USA, Rhetoric and composition,
The press, TOEFL, Maths, American Constitution, Marketing/ Communication and
Spanish. During the 2nd semester they study American literature, American
Experience, Rhetoric and composition, Political Economy, TOEFL, CLEP, Maths,
Marketing/ Communication and Spanish.

The first year in France is officially recognized by St. Edward's University as a first
year of a Bachelor degree and, by the Université Catholique de l'Ouest - as a first.year of BBA degree.

Location and Facilities

St. Edward’s University;. located. in-Austin, Texas, offers an enriching educational
experience and a vibrant campus life. St. Edward’s is noted for challenging
students to become their best. Its experiential, service-oriented and academically
rigorous environment encourages students to explore their own path socially,
spiritually, ethically and globally ... and to recognize their. place in the world.

The collaborative student-faculty learning opportunity provides an enriching
educational experience that extends beyond the classroom = in ways often deeply
personal and profound for the individual.

Problem solving permeates the University curriculum and is coupled with team projects, study abroad,
internships, undergraduate research and living-learning communities to prepare students for success in their
career paths — in the United States and internationally.

Outside the classroom, students can choose from abundant opportunities to get involved in'campus life. From
engaging in a dialogue with internationally renowned speakers to taking part in
student government, living-learning communities, leadership retreats, musical
events, theatre productions, international immersions and others, students
constantly gain valuable insights from different ideas and perspectives.

The
school in-house catering team and his Chef provide all meals, both to pupils,
students and staff.

Accommodation

On-campus living puts the students in the centre of life at St. Edward's. They will enjoy
the convenience of living within walking distance of their classes, the dining halls and
library, plus all the university activities they choose — from social events to organized
clubs and sports. And it's easy for them to take advantage of wellness facilities like the
Health & Counseling Center, fitness center, outdoor tennis courts and exercise trail.

Traditional freshmen are required to live on campus in the residence halls during their




first year, which will normally consist of two consecutive academic semesters.

Many upperclassmen continue to live on campus and take advantage of the convenience and community
atmosphere. Upperclassmen have a variety of on-campus living options, including the apartments and Casitas,
which offer a more independent living environment while allowing you to be connected
to the St. Edward's University community. The apartments are exclusively for
upperclassmen, graduate students and international students. Casitas offers
townhouse-style living and are designed for upperclassmen.

Merit-Based Scholar Awards for International Students

International undergraduate students whose application is received by 1 February will be considered
automatically for academic scholarships based on-high school record, test scores, essay and extra-curricular
involvement. SAT and ACT scores are not.required for admission.to St."Edward's, but students must submit SAT
and ACT scores for scholarship consideration.

Applications completed after 1 February will be considered for scholarships as funds remain available.

Entry Dates

There are two major terms of entrance: fall semester (beginning late August)and spring semester (beginning early
January).

Students must complete a St. Edward’s international application and send the $ 50.00 nonrefundable application
fee by 1 May (for freshmen) or 1 July (for transfers) for the fall semester and 15 November for the spring semester.
The scholarship deadline is 1 February. These deadlines are for international students residing in the United States.

Students living abroad should have all materials to us one month earlier. To prevent delays in the semester of
entry, send all application materials well before the deadlines.

The application deadline for the “1* Year in France Programme’ is 15 May.
